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Parent Open-House Interactions

Open-House interactions are facilitated for parents in each class four times
a year.

Infirmary

We runs Cycle Test in every month to evaluate the students progress in the
course taught. These tests are conducted on the weekly basis and concerned
parents are reported about the progress of their children immediately after the
result.

Re-examination

the regular term exams and those who need some more preparations have to
appear in re-examination.

Extra Classes
